Uriah Lodge Lease Agreement

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into this _________________ day of _________________, 20 ________, by and between Uriah Lodge # 227 hereinafter referred to as "The Lodge" and ________________________________________________________________, hereinafter referred to as "Tenant". 

1. The Lodge leases to Tenant and Tenant leases from The Lodge, upon the terms and conditions contained herein, the dwelling located at 6820 Highway 152 West, Wheatland, Oklahoma 73097 for the period commencing on the _____ day of _____________,20 ___, and thereafter until the ______________ day of _____________, 20 ___, at which time this Lease Agreement shall be null and void unless terminated in writing. The Tenant is required to give the The Lodge in writing a notice 1 month (30 days) in advance of his/her cancellation. Notice must be given thirty (30) days prior to the actual rental date. If notice is given after thirty (30) days prior to the actual rental date, a deposit of $200 must be remitted to The Lodge. (The notice must be one full calendar month starting on the first day of a month.). 

2. Tenant shall pay as rent the sum of $ ________ per month, due and payable, in advance, no later than 5:00 p.m. 30 days prior to the actual rental date, if possible. A Service Charge of $25 will be paid to The Lodge for all insufficient funds checks. 

3. Tenant agrees to use said dwelling for commercial purposes ONLY. Examples include wedding showers, baby showers, wedding receptions, family reunions and other related events. Maximum capacity is 50-60 persons. 

4. Tenant agrees to accept the property in its current condition and to return it in the exact same condition, or to forfeit his/her deposit of $200.00 upon vacating the premises. The carpets are to be cleaned with the vacuums provided by The Lodge.

5. No pets, alcohol, tobacco, tobacco products or illegal substances of ANY KIND are allowed in The Lodge at ANY time, whether occupied or vacant.

6. Tenant agrees not to assign this Lease, nor to sublet any portion of the property, nor to allow any other person to hold events therein other than as named in paragraph 4 above without first obtaining written permission from The Lodge and paying the appropriate surcharge. Further, it is agreed that covenants contained in this Lease, once breached, cannot afterward be performed, and that unlawful detainer proceedings may be commenced at once, without notice to Tenant. 

7. Should any provision of this Lease be found to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of the Lease shall not be affected thereby and each term and provision herein shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law. 

8. All rights given to The Lodge by this Lease shall be cumulative to any other laws which might exist or come into being. Any exercise or failure to exercise by The Lodge of any right shall not act as a waiver of any other rights. No statement or promise of The Lodge or its agent as to tenancy, repairs, alterations, or other terms and conditions shall be binding unless reduced to writing and signed by The Lodge. 

9. No rights of storage are given by this Agreement. The Lodge shall not be liable for any loss of Tenant's property by fire, theft, breakage, burglary, or otherwise, nor for any accidental damage to persons or property in or about the leased premises resulting from electrical failure, water, rain, windstorm, etc., which may cause issue or flow into or from any part of said premises or improvements, including pipes, gas lines, sprinklers, or electrical connections, whether caused by the negligence of The Lodge, The Lodge's members or by any other cause whatsoever. Tenant hereby agrees to make no claim for any such damages or loss against The Lodge.  

10. Any removal of The Lodge's property without express written permission from the The Lodge shall constitute theft of said property and surrender of the premises and termination by the resident of this Agreement. The Lodge may take immediate possession, exclude Tenant from property and store all Tenant's possessions at Tenant's expense pending reimbursement in full for The Lodge's loss and damages.

11. Each event in the Lodge hosted by the Tenant will require one Master Mason of The Lodge to remain in The Lodge for the duration of the event in order to open and close The Lodge and empty all garbage cans and maintain The Lodge.

12. Tenant agrees to pay a Security Deposit of $ 200.00 to bind Tenant's pledge of full compliance with the terms of this agreement. NOTE: SECURITY DEPOSIT MAY NOT BE USED TO PAY RENT! Any damages not previously reported as required in paragraph 25, will be repaired at Tenant's expense. 

13. Release of the SECURITY DEPOSIT, at the Option of the The Lodge is subject to the provisions below. 

A. The full term of the Agreement has been completed. 

B. No damage to the premises, buildings, and grounds is evident. 

C. The entire dwelling, appliances, closets, and cupboards are clean and free from insects, the refrigerator is defrosted and clean, The range is to be clean including the racks and broiler pan, all windows are to be clean inside and outside, all debris and rubbish have been removed from the property, carpets have been commercially cleaned and left clean and odorless. 

D. All unpaid charges have been paid including late charges, visitor charges, pet charges, delinquent rents, etc. WATER BILL MUST BE PAID IN FULL AND COPY OF PAID FINAL BILL SENT TO THE LODGE. 

E. A forwarding address for Tenant has been left with The Lodge. Within thirty (30) days after termination of the occupancy, The Lodge will mail the balance of the deposit to the address provided by Tenant in the names of all signatories hereto; or at the Option of The Lodge will impose a claim on the deposit and so notify the Tenant. 

14. No partial payments shall be accepted. The ONLY forms of payment that are accepted will be cash, local personal check or money orders made payable to URIAH LODGE # 227.

15. Payment of rent may be made by check until the first check is returned unpaid. Regardless of cause, no additional payments may afterwards be made by check. Rent must then be made by cashier's check, money order or certified check. 

16. Tenant's obligations are as follows: 

A. Keep the dwelling clean and sanitary. The Lodge will empty all garbage cans as necessary.

B. Assure that property belonging to The Lodge is safeguarded against damage, destruction, loss, removal, or theft. 

C. Conduct himself, his family, friends, guests, visitors in a manner which will not disturb others. 

F. Allow The Lodge or at least one (1) Master Mason access to the premises for the purpose of opening and closing The Lodge and performing any and all required duties including but not limited to maintenance.

G. Comply with all provisions of this Agreement, particularly with respect to paying the rent on time and caring for the property. Tenant warrants that he/she will meet the above conditions in every respect, and acknowledges that failure to perform the obligations herein stipulated will be considered grounds for termination of this Agreement and loss of all deposits. 

17. No additional locks will be installed on any door. The Lodge is to have the ONLY sets of keys to The Lodge at all times.

18. In the event repairs are needed, Tenant is to inform the Master Mason, who will be at The Lodge during the event. 

19. Appliances or furniture in the unit at date of lease are loaned, not leased to Tenant.  Maintenance of appliances or furniture is the responsibility of The Lodge who will keep them in good repair. 

20. No money is to be deducted by Tenant from rent payment for any reason without express written permission of The Lodge. 

21. All parties agree that termination of this Agreement prior to termination date will constitute breach of the tenancy and all Security Deposits shall be forfeited in favor of The Lodge as liquidated damages. 

22. Properties built before and during the late sixties and early seventies may have had lead based products and asbestos products used in them. These products were considered to be safe at the time they were used, just as the building products used today are considered safe for home construction. Only the test of time will show which products are or are not safe to use. Having read the above, the tenant signs the lease below with the full understanding that these conditions may be present in this property. The tenant and all parties associated with this property relieves the owner, property manager, and any of his agents from any responsibilities for these conditions regardless of when or how these conditions were caused.

24. In this Agreement the singular number where used will also include the plural, the masculine gender will also include the feminine, the term The Lodge will include, Owner or Lessor; and the term Tenant(s) will include Resident, Lessee or Renter. 

25. Unless specifically disallowed by law, should litigation arise hereunder, service of process therefore may be obtained through certified mail, return receipt requested; the parties hereto waiving any and all rights they may have to object to the method by which service was perfected.
